Trustee Hill stated he doesn't like to restrict businesses and the
government can't protect all consumers. Discussions followed regarding placing restrictions in the
zoning code.

BACKGROUND

This matter was placed on the Public Works & Safety Committee agenda for review and recommendation to the
Village Board by Village President Knutson. The PW&S Committee reviewed the request and forwarded a
recommendation for Village Board approval at its July 19" meeting.

ACTION REQUESTED

The action requested of the Village Board is to adopt Ordinance No. 2022-11, Ordinance to Create Chapter 86,
Article 111, Division 3, Section 86.114(f) and Chapter 86, Article Ill, Division 3, Section 86.119.5(f) of the
Village of Pewaukee Code of Ordinances Regarding Parking Restrictions on Dynex Drive.

ANALYSIS
Staff believes the intent of the request from President Knutson relates to a tenant request of 135 Dynex Drive to
provide street parking for customers that have need of the ramp to the front of the business for Healing Haven.

The proposed ordinance includes a “no parking” recommendation for approximately 200° south of Capitol
Drive on the west side of Dynex Drive followed by a “one hour” designation for the balance of the curb and
gutter area to the end of the curb and gutter area (see attached map).

ORDINANCE NO. 2022-11

Ordinance to Create Chapter 86, Article 111, Division 3, Section 86.114(f) and Chapter 86,
Article 111, Division 3, Section 86.119.5(f) of the Village of Pewaukee Code of Ordinances
Regarding Parking Restrictions on Dynex Drive

SECTION I
WHEREAS there is a desire to restrict parking on Dynex Drive south of Capitol Drive.
SECTION 11

NOW, THEREFORE, the Village Board does hereby ordain create Section 86.114(f) and
Section 86.119(f) of the Municipal Code of the Village of Pewaukee to read as follows:

Sec. 86.114. Specific Areas.

()] Dynex Drive. No person shall park any vehicle or permit any vehicle to be or to remain parked in
the village on the west side of Dynex Drive south of Capitol Drive for aproximately 200 feet from Capitol
Drive.

Sec. 86.119.5(f). Specific Areas.

() Dynex Drive. No person shall park any vehicle, or permit any vehicle to be parked, or to
remain parked, for more than one hour on the west side of Dynex Drive from approximately
200’ south of Capitol Drive to the end of the curb and gutter.

SECTION I1I

All ordinances or parts of ordinances contravening the terms and conditions of this ordinance are
hereby to that extent repealed.

SECTION IV

The several sections of this ordinance shall be considered severable. If any section shall be
considered by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of
the other portions of the ordinance.

SECTIONV

This ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication or posting as approved by law, and
the Village Clerk shall so amend the Code of Ordinances of the Village of Pewaukee, and shall indicate
the date and number of this amending ordinance therein.

Special Event Permit Application

BACKGROUND

The National MS Society, Wisconsin Chapter has submitted a Special Event Permit application for their MS Best
Dam Bike Tour scheduled for Saturday, August 6, and Sunday, August 7, 2022. Attached please find a copy of
the National MS Society, Wisconsin Chapter application. This event has gone through the Village in past years.

ACTION REQUESTED
The action requested of the Village Board is to approve the event subject to the following conditions:
1 Provision of a Certificate of Insurance (1 million dollars minimum coverage) and provision of a copy
of the “additional insured” endorsement with each naming the Village of Pewaukee as an additional
insured as the event may include temporary road closures.

2. Referencing that the basis of approval for this event is that the proceeds from the event benefit a
regional population by providing funding for Multiple Sclerosis research.

3. The event participants shall leave the WCTC Campus and return to the WCTC Campus using the
driveway located between parking lots 1 and 2 at the north end of the Campus.

4. The National MS Society - Wisconsin Chapter shall be responsible for reimbursing the Village for

event staffing costs related to this event with payment being made within 30 days of invoicing.

ANALYSIS

As with past events, they are proposing to go through the downtown of the Village for the start of the bike ride
(please see route attached to the application). The start of the ride is the WCTC campus starting at 7:30 AM
proceeding along Main Street, to W. Wisconsin Avenue to Capitol Drive west out of the Village. This year the
routes will again begin and end at WCTC (this change to the routes started last year).

A copy of the application was distributed to department heads for review and comments on the application. The
event’s exit and entry point for the event be at the north of the campus located between Lots 1 and 2.

The Police Department has advised that based upon past experience it will need approximately seven officers for
approximately 1 % - 2 hours each for the event to staff the intersections in the Village (staffing need as the bikes
enter Main Street at WCTC and required manpower at Main/Prospect, Main Street/W. Wis., and W. Wis. and
Ryan). The waves for riders will be limited to no more than 100 at a time so that vehicle traffic can be sent
through intersections between the waves. For safety reasons, the Department recommends posting W. Wisconsin



"No Parking" just for the 7AM-10AM period. The MS Society would be charged for Police Department staffing
costs at actual costs (straight time or overtime benefit rate).

The Police Department does not anticipate the need to staff intersections on the return route as the participants
should be sufficiently separated and would be required to follow the rules of the road for bicycles.

As a reminder, the sponsor (and benefactor) of the event, the National MS Society, Wisconsin Chapter, does not
meet the definition of a local civic/nonprofit group as defined by the Village Code as its offices are not located in
the City or Village of Pewaukee. However, the Village Board approved the past events as the National MS
Society, Wisconsin Chapter, is a regional/national non-profit organization providing benefits to a broad
population.

BACKGROUND
This matter is on the agenda at the request of Nick Phalin, Director of Parks & Recreation. Please see below
regarding a review of the topic:

Background:
Director Phalin has been working on a sales tax amendment since July of 2021. The amendment was filed

in December of 2021 and just processed this week. The Department received a refund in the amount of
$38,929.13 from the Department of Revenue.

This amendment was filed as the department had previously been submitting sales tax to the state on
instructional recreation programs which is not required. State law allows you to file an amendment back
four years to which we filed back through the start of 2017. We had corrected the process in March 2020
so the amendment was a return of 2017-March of 2020.

This amendment was originally recreation program revenue, which was to be split 70/30% at the time
between the City and Village.

Dollar amounts per municipality:

« City - $27,250.39
e Village - $8,678.74

Recommended Motion:

The Joint Parks and Recreation Board is recommending these dollars be utilized for capital improvements
with each municipality. For the Village, they are recommending the funds be deposited into the Village
Park Improvement Fund for capital improvements.

BACKGROUND

This matter is on the agenda at the request of Trustee Krasovich. Of note on this matter, staff did research
regarding the current Village Code regarding the no parking on west side Lake Street and did not find any code
language related to the current signs.

ACTION REQUESTED

The action requested of the Village Board is to provide direction on this matter as brought forward by Trustee
Krasovich and as it relates to the proposed allowance of parking on the west side of Lake Street between
Lookout Drive and Prospect Avenue.

ANALYSIS

The following has been provided by Trustee Krasovich:

PROBLEM: Many drivers have been observed failing to make a complete stop (or any stop at
all) at the intersection of Lake Street and Lookout Drive. As a direct result, residents on the 200
block are negatively impacted by the constant pace of traffic and frequently unable to safely exit
their driveways during school year and summer school dropoff and pickup hours.

PROPOSED MITIGATION STRATEGIES and OWNERS

o PD presence and ticketing of drivers who fail to stop during problem times on a monthly
basis (Chief Heier)

e School communication on a quarterly basis via website banner and email to staff, parents, and
students regarding the critical importance of observing the stop sign at this location for the
safety of the campus community and area residents (Assistant Superintendent/CFO Gahan)

o0 Note: Residents have also requested that content be added to the student driver
contract explaining parking requirements on village streets (not blocking or parking too
near driveways, etc.)

o Exploration of expanded parking to include both sides of Lake Street on the 200 block,
collecting data to determine if this modification results in natural traffic "calming"” with



the associated decrease in lane size and visibility for drivers (as a bonus, this change
would address parking limitations in the area that currently negatively impact both
residents and students) (Trustee Krasovich)

BACKGROUND

Attached for your review and direction please find a copy of the UW-Madison Community Design and
Planning Services 2022 — 2023 Capstone Project Application. This information was forwarded to me by
Village Planner Mary Censky. Staff believes this would be an excellent opportunity to receive outside design
and planning services for the discussion related to the downtown/lakefront area as it relates to the current
parking and pedestrian related matters as well as an opportunity for future visions for the lakefront area. The
application deadline is Friday, August 12, 2022.

ACTION REQUESTED
The action requested of the Village Board is to provide direction on whether or not to submit an application for
this program as outlined below.

ANALYSIS

Staff recommends submitting an application in an effort to obtain outside assistance on design/visioning related
services to the Village’s downtown area to include parking and pedestrian related conflicts as well as possible
visioning if parking were to be partially removed or reconfigured.

The application form looks for the following information:
1. Steering Committee/citizen group;
2. Preliminary Scope of Project;
3. Sources of Funding to cover out-of-pocket expenses (i.e. travel, lodging and printing); and
4. Graphic information.

For discussion purposes, a draft “preliminary scope of project” statement could be as follows:

The Village of Pewaukee’s beachfront downtown area is a vibrant mix of activity including a beautiful public
beach area on the west side of the street and a popular mix of specialty retail and dining opportunities on the east
side. In recent seasons, many of the restaurants have been given approval to place outdoor dining areas (tables,
chairs, umbrellas, fencing, etc.) in a portion of the public right-of-way. This seems to be going very well and the
public loves it. This portion of the downtown is also home to many special events including the weekly
Pewaukee Lake Water Ski show, weekly Waterfront Wednesday concert series, the annual Taste of Lake



Country, and the annual Kiwanis Beach Party. There is also a small contingent of condominium residences in
this section of W. Wisconsin Avenue (see maps/ images attached).

This mix of uses/activities brings a great deal of pedestrian and vehicle traffic into this small stretch of W.
Wisconsin Avenue. In the Summertime, pedestrians are crossing back and forth from the beach side to the
business side and vice versa. Cars are seeking out limited parking available in nearest proximity to the beach
and businesses. There is a public sidewalk on each side of the street. The Village provides angled parking
stalls in the street on the east side. These stalls are in high demand for beachgoers and customers of the retail
and restaurant uses. In recent seasons, some of these stalls have been approved for use as the outdoor dining
areas as referred to above. Simultaneously, some of the non-restaurant businesses are growing concerned with
this reduction in available parking at their storefronts. The Village has developed two significant off-street
public parking lots at the ends of this length of W. Wisconsin Avenue, leaving a fairly short walk to all points in
between.

Pulling into the angled stalls on W. Wisconsin Avenue is quite easy, but backing out is a somewhat unsafe
maneuver with significant blind spots. When traffic is heavy, it can be a long wait to catch a long enough
opening to back out at all. There are four designated crosswalks along the lakefront area which are not always
utilized by pedestrians. It is not uncommon for people to cross wherever they desire, including between parked
cars and dining areas. The Village did recently install three speed humps in the lakefront area to help address
speed concerns.

The Village seeks options/design ideas which would help direct pedestrian traffic to the designated crosswalks
as well as options for reconfiguring or partially/completely removing parking, and possibly reconfiguring
sidewalks/crosswalks to create a safer, more pedestrian friendly lakefront area without creating unintended
consequences to the downtown businesses.

Funding Source
A possible funding source for the possible out-of-pocket expenses could be the TID #2 project for a Downtown

Redevelopment Plan. The Project Plan for TID #2 included $20,000 for a redevelopment plan and the 2021
year-end balance for TID #2 was just under $164,000.

Steering Committee

Guidance should be provided on the composition of the steering committee (i.e. Village Board member, Plan
Commission member, Parks & Recreation representative, Planner, Director of Public Works, Administrator,
public safety representative(s), business representative(s)).

Attachment
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The Department of Planning and Landscape Architecture at the University of Wisconsin - Madison is
continuing its long history of community design and planning services, and we are currently pursuing
opportunities for projects to be considered for the 2022-2023 Capstone Project.

All students in the professional program in Landscape Architecture are required to complete a two-semester Capstone
Project during their senior year. Eric Schuchardt, the Capstone Coordinator and Instructor, connects students to a client
and related project, generally within the state of Wisconsin. Most design and planning projects fall within community
design/placemaking, urban redevelopment, waterfronts, and park/open space planning. Each capstone project
addresses design issues at 3 scales: the site scale (about 2-3 city blocks), the neighborhood/community scale (about
6 to 20 city blocks) and the regional scale (about the scale of a city to a county). Keep in mind these scales are flexible
within each project. Projects take place from September to May and will be completed by a senior student in the
Professional Landscape Architecture degree program, guided by an advisory group from the host community, and
supervised by faculty.

1st Semester Project Summary - Research and Analysis (September - December)

During the first semester students work with a client and develop a comprehensive design proposal that helps refine
the client’s needs, goals, and objectives from a regional to site scale. Throughout the semester students make several
site visits to gain a better understanding of local conditions and the community. In December, the students present a
preliminary proposal report that defines the overall project goals, and is grounded in research, literature reviews,
precedent studies, inventory and analysis mappings, and programmatic development studies.

2nd Semester Project Summary - Vision Framework Plan and Site Design (January - May)

The second semester is less about research and analysis, and more about executing the design of the previous
semester’s proposal research. Students continue to work with their clients while creating a vision framework plan that
includes a conceptual: site plan, planting plan, grading plan, stormwater management plan, and construction details.
The final community designs are presented to the public and clients during the month of May. Upon completion of the
project each client receives a comprehensive Capstone document of design and planning recommendations, which has
the potential to support future comprehensive design, planning, grant writing, and other fundraising efforts.

Although the Capstone extends back into the 1980s, from 2001 to 2022 it has addressed the needs of more than 267
clients, the majority of these being Wisconsin communities in 55 counties. In addition, past capstone projects have
occurred in Minnesota, Missouri, lowa, California, Texas, New York, and lllinois. If you wish to apply for consideration or
are interested in learning more about our design and planning services, please fill out the attached application form
and email it to Eric Schuchardt at ejschuchardt@wisc.edu.

“The project for Sturgeon Bay was undertaken by Konner Kearney and involved planning and design for the Egg Harbor Road corridor. This project
was both relevant and timely.
